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The Election Commission of
India could not demonstrate a
prototype of its new Remote
Electronic Voting Machine
(RVM) after the Opposition
raised concerns about the
logistical and administrative
challengestoremote voting.
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What is Remote Electronic Voting Machine (RVM)?

=
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The new RVM prototype will enable a voter, who is listed in constituencies, to exercise
voting rights from a single machine.

The multi-constituency RVM, developed by Bharat Electronics Limited (BEL) and the
Electronics Corporation of India Limited (ECIL), can handle up to 72 constituencies from
asingle remote polling booth.

Migrant voters would not need to travel to their home districts to exercise their
franchise if the RVM isimplemented properly.

The idea is to implement voter potability as a pilot project in the upcoming Assembly
elections in 2023. It means that if the pilot is successful then in the 2024 general
elections voter portability can be fullyimplemented.

The RVMs are standalone, non-networked device providing the voter the same
experience as currently used EVMs.

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The machine has been modified to have a Single
Remote Ballot Unit (RBU) which can cater to
multiple constituencies by using an electronic
dynamic ballot display instead of a fixed ballot
papersheet.

The ECl added a digital public display unit or
a monitor to act as an interface between the

constituency card reader and the Balloting
Unitdisplay.

After a voter's identity has been
confirmed, constituency card will be
read and the candidates' information
will be displayed on a public display. This
will be also displayed privately on the
Ballot Unit Overlay Display in the RVM's
Remote Ballot Unit. () l

The process of Remote
voting will itself need to be defined as
whether 'remoteness' means outside
the Constituency, District or State.

Creating awareness about the remote
voting facility among poor and illiterate
migrant workers and familiarizing voters

with multi-constituency RVMs.

Appointment of polling personnel for
remote polling stations and supervision

thereof.

Remote voting can provide an added
edge to bigger parties and richer
candidates who can campaign across the

constituency and beyond.
